c) two Psychology courses and be enrolled in one additional Psychology course. 

 Submit a résumé that includes both academic and regular work that indicates both your 

studies and your activity outside of school. 

 Be enrolled at Camosun College at the time of applying for this award and be returning to 

complete their second year at Camosun. 

 Submit an essay describing future plans as they relate to the study of psychology and career 

interests in psychology (500 words, typed, double spaced).
